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Nature’s Workshop

( Shri Ram Chandraji, President. )

The world is a living image of God in which his power is
working all through. The huge workshop of Nature, is fitted with
all the necessary equipment needed for the work. The power is
running from the centre to keep the machines in motion. There
is a separate set of machine for each type of work. The power
is rolling on but without any awareness of its intention, pur-
-pose or events, giving out finally the prescribed results in a rou-
-tine way. It does not mind any intrusion, obstruction or accident
that might happen to come in the way from any out side cause
or by the effect of defective working of any of its parts. For
efficient working of the machinery it is therefore essential that
all its parts are in order and that none of them is loose or
defective. For this, there are subordinate functionaries at work
in the capacity of mistris, supervisors and controllers. Their duty
is to look to the proper regulation and adjustment of the
activities of the individual parts. Who these functioneries may
be 7 One might say that they must be gods & goddesses. Certainly
not. Gods and goddesses are in fact the various powers of Nature,
hence like the different parts of the machine. They go on with
their set routine of work irrespective of every thing else and they
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have not the capacity to go even an inch beyond. The real
functionary, at the rootis the ‘man’. It is he who has to look
to the proper regulation of the Nature’s machirery and to
maintain right functioning of its parts. It may be surprising
to some but it is fact beyond doubt. '

Man is the Nature’s instrument. It possesses-immense power
and has also the implements required for the utilisation of
that power. That wonderful implement is the mind and it is
exclusively the possession of man. Even gods who are thought
to be the objects of worship do not have mind. The animals
however are said to be possessing mind but it is of a
different nature. It is, so to say, in an inert state in comparison
to a man’s mind which is full of lifc and activity. The mind
owes its origin to the first Stir which came into effect
by the will of God to bring into existence the creation. Such
being the true nature of the human mind, it is highly incre-
ditable on the part of these Pseudo-Mahatmas to rail upon
it in the bitterest terms, proclaiming it as the worst enemy of
man. They do not take into understanding its real value
and merit.

In fact it is the only instrument for bringing things into
action. It is the same Divine force which descended down in
the form of Chhobha. It is the same power in a miniature
form which has now brought into existence the tiny creation
of man. Itis the same power, which is in action at the
root of everything. Now whose power it is, whether of God or
of Man? The answer is simple. It is definitely of man because
God possesses no mind. If he had it, he would also have been
subject to the effect of Sanskarams. It must therefore be the
human mind that works at the root. Now about the man’s

mind we hear a good deal of its evils, but all that may be
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in refrence to its present state of degeneration. Really we have
spoiled the mind so much that it’s true nature seems to be
almost lost and it has therefore become a source of constant
trbuble to us. As such instead of helping the proper working
of the Nature's machinery it serves only for an obstruction
o'r'illnpediment. Thus we arrive at the conclusion that mind
which is generaly thought to be the cause of all evil. is also the
only cure of it if handled properly.

Almost the whole world believes that at times when the
world has gone down into utter degradation, special persona-
lities in the form of saints, prophets, Avtaras or incarnations
come down to earth'to free it from the evil influence caused by
the misdirected trend of the human mind, Thus the nature’s
work, can be accomplishe only through the medium of some
super-human personalty appearning in the human form, because
he is in possession of the mind which is the only instrument
to bring things into action. But the mind he possesses is in
its absolute state, almost akin to the Divine Power in the
form of Chhobha.

As a matter of fact, the mind and the Maya are the
only two things upon which the entire working of the Nature’s
machinery rests but which are so grossly misrepresented by
the neophytes. They do not know that these are the two
main factors which enable us to secure approach upto the
Divine. Actually the existence has, for its one end, the Mind,
and for the other the Maya, Both linked together, serve for a
barge for our journey to the shore of the Ocean of Reality.
Pecople may wonder to hear me talk of the ocean whereas
every one has so far been led to think of remaining merged,
in Reality for ever. This is the point which is not sufficiently
cleared even in the scriptures. The Reality may be represented
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as a sphere which one has to pass through during the course
of his march. After landing on the other side we have to march
on still . How far ? Nonecan determine precisely. The very
word shore brings to our mind the idea of a vast expanse for
which the shore is only a marginal line. How far this sphere
extends is beyond imagination. We have been sailing so for th-
-rough the ocean. But while in the barge we had a very pleasant
journey, enjoying the cool morning breeze and the refreshing
effect of water. This seemed to be so tempting that every one
would like to have such a pleasure trip. It offered him a sort of
satisfaction, emotional joy and in a way something like the peace
of mind and it came to be know as Anandam.

We have now embarked upon the dreary shore. The fresh—
—ness of the water is gone. There is no pleasant breeze, nor the
ripples, exciting emotion. There is no charm, no attraction, no
enjoyment, nothing but a dreary waste, devoid of every thing.
That is also a source of Anandam but of a different type. In
order to differentiate it from the previous oae I may call it as
Anandam-absolute. It is constant, unchanging and real, without
any rise or pitch.

Proceeding on through this infinite expanse one must in
due course arrive at a point which is the point of Man’s origin
and which has been unattainable even to Avtars. The real state
of Anandam is then brought to light and this being beyond
words can not be expressed in any way. It can only be realised
and experienced in a practical way. One having reached
upto it feels himself lost. But that being the secret of Natare
is revealed only to him who is one with Nature.

Now one, on the path, proceeds along, utilising all the
resources at his disposal. He possesses mind and the Indriyas
which are to be devoted to service. Service may be taken as the
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stepping stone towards devotion. But it is by no means all and
sufficient. Service 1efcrs to the action of the physical body in-

cluding the Indriyas. But there is the mind as well in the background,

and the same thing must also be there in it. One might say that the
actions of the body are all subject to the activity of mind. So when
the body is engaged in service the mind must also be with it. That
is not my sense, I mean that if it is actuated by the feeling of
love and sympathy, the action shall be alright otherwise it shall
only be formal and associated with some selfish motive. In
that case the result will be quite reverse. Our primary motive is
to develop devotion and for that service is only a means. We
serve in the real sense only when our motive is sincere and hon-
~est. It carries with it a sense of duty as well as of love, both
being inseparable from each other.

There may be others who though they do not seem to be
active for the service have in their heart tender feeling for others.
That may also be good to some extent at least though they can
be said to be walkin g only with one leg. I do not mean to refer
to those higher souls who are firmly established in the Divine
and entertain in their heart no thought but of Him, Such may
be rare, very rare, indeed and there remains nothing in them
undone by way of duty. They with a heart rent asunder with
the intensity of love are themselves unaware of it and are not
in a position to decide what to do or not. But after having at-
—tained that final stage they have also to revert to it though in
a some what different way. Their services at the time are beyond
conscious knowledge and the idea of service too seemsto be
out of the mind. The whole action becomes automatic and

spontaneons with out any conscious thought or effort.

For the attainment of that highest stage it is necessary for
one to make the voice of his heart audible at the Base. How can
it be acomplished ? The simple answer would be to secure as much
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nearness as possmle ‘How can that be attained ? For~ that there
i nothmg but practlce and Abhyas The only effective way to attach
one’s self ﬁrmly to the Abhyas is, to link himself with the Un-
limited or in’ other words with one who having linked himself with
the Unlimited Hs attained the state of perfection. When you have
linked yourself thus it means that the great personality has taken
you in the bossom of his heart. Your effort towards going deep
into it mans you have taken up the path towards the Ultimate.
That is what the word surrender conveys and which is the only
surest path for the attianment of complete perfection. So long as
you'do a thing and know that you are doing it, it is not the right
course and you are away from the level of surrender, because the
feeling of ego is aiso there. Surrender is free from any conscious
idea of ego. Every thing there goes on in an automatic way ac-
cording to the need of the moment without any previous or after
thought.

But greatest precaution is to be observed in this respect. Surren-
der to one who is not upto the mark or has not reached upto the
final limit of perfection is highly detrimental to our ultimate pur-
pose. But at the same time it is very difficult to judge and decide
whether one is really so or not. That is a matter of luck which is
subject to the effects of Sanskaras. Prayer also can be of help in
this respect for thereby alone you can create ripples in waves of
Nature. The reaction of it shall be automatic and the solution will
come by itself.

Self Culture and SahajMarg

Man has always been a paradox and shall continue to -be for
ever. This is because he is a strange mixture of the ‘animal,’ the
‘human’ and the ‘divine’. He is not any one entity at a given period
nor even in the course of a day. He shuttles backward and forward
from one end to the other, with such amazing variance that it has
almost become fashion to say that man is unpredicable. Benjamin
Franklin, indeed, wondered: "Look around the habitable world,
how few know their own good or knowing it pursue”

As an animal, man is nearly bound within the limits of his
biological necessities. A greater part of his activity is confined to
the necessities of self-preservation and preservation of his race.
His resources, his knowledge; his altruism, his emotion, such of
these as may exist in the animal stage, are all but absorbed in a
mere endeavour to live. To live, to propagate his race, and to
die, is his end. And he is content. He never cries for salvation.
He does not seek a release from the limits of his life. He never
feels stifled for his breath and knock with all his force against the
boundary walls of his world. He never knows the joy of seeking
entrance into the realm of blessedness.

But as a human being, man moves from the animal world
of ‘necessity’ to the human world of ‘purpose’ and “Personality’.
He is now upon his career of ‘creative’ life. He is released from
the Law of Natural Selection where he had allowed nature to
choose him and choose for him. He is promoted to a world of
his own choice. Here he earns a lot more than he is compelled to
spend. He acquires a Surplus of knowing from where he can
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proudly assert knowledge for the sake of knowledge. His good-
-ness is not now a small pittance barely sufficient for a hand--
to--mouth moral existence. He can amply afford to say that
goodness is for the sake of goodness. He refuses to behave as if
he must follow the arrangement of nature which had not his
consent. He wants explanation for the working of the senses and
emotions. He wants explanation for the physical body and the
forms he sees around him in a galaxy of colour and shape. He
wants explanation how the mind works and with what potency
it functions. He chafs against the humiliation of bending his
neck to physical necessities. He doesnot reconcile himself to
accept the limitation of nature as absolute.

Why should man in this physical and moral world attempt
impossibilities that stagger imagination and inspite of repeated
disappointments never accept defeat? Because he is evolving
into the divine stage. He is passing from the human world of
purpose and personality to the larger world of ‘spirit” and
“freedom’ . He has found that the human world was not his final
world and unless he and another world his groping for the find
must be a meaning--less torment. Here he seeks to free himself
from selfish desire, from the narrowness of race and nationality,
and from the fear of man and the bondage of creed and conven-
-tion. He receives in his breast all the hurts of world to prove
that the life of the spirit is the real life. He carries in himself
the deathless life of all humanity. He begins to seek the source
ofall life, the one reality, the fundamental substratum. He
begins to seek God, the one single goal, which can explain
not only the poverty of the poor, but the richness of the rich
and the might of the powerful. In short, he wants to tumn the
key, open the doors and enter the Temple of Truth.

This happens when man’s intellect_is freed from the bond-
age of his interests in both the animal and human roles. He then
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discovers the infinity with which he must be in harmony fully to
satisfy his quest for the higher in the moral world. In his relation-
ship with a higher purpose, things which held no charm to him
hitherto assume an ethereal beauty and he becomes more in his
union with others, not merely as a fact of arithmetic nor like ad-
ding to the horse power of an engine but as an enfoldment as it
were. The realisation which was imperfect before has now perfec-
tion in truth and, therefore, in Joy. What was meaningless when
unrelated finds its full meaning in relationship. This perfection is
a whole which transcends all its parts. It leads him into a mystery
which is in the heart of things, yet beyond it, like the sense of
humanity itself which cannot be contained in mere gregariousness.

The ground covered in the foregoing analysis makes for the
proper canvas on which to have a picture of self-culture and
seek blue print for a progressive outlook. Put in other way: in
our physical touch with the world we work for the biologic needs
of hunger and thirst. Our mental culture reaches the sphere of
labour which we apply in finding the one unifying principle to
signify the heterogeniety of things. Then we are in personal touch
with the world where rising above the needs of mind and body,
above the expedient and useful, we court the field of culture to
fulfil our needs of love. we have further on the life where we
feel and deal with our emotions whose mystery is endless because
we can neither measure nor analyse it. And beyond the gross and
numerous, but still the more real, yonder the limits of utility and
self-expression-parallel lines which however tend to meet and
mingle-we have the acme of self-culture, Simplicity, in which
all that we prize must lie- Truth, Power and Beauty. And Simp-
licity is not only the seal of Truth, not only the badge of Self-
culture, but also the Central theme of Sahaj Marga. This is why
sages believing in spiritual life and anxious to realisc thc truth
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have tried to make their lives pure and simple with one pointed
sadhana. It is said in scripture that cultured intellect moves in
determinate direction, that the resolute are single minded, while
the thoughts of others are ever endless and confounded.

The single pronged urge of self culture is thercfore for the
realisation of the supreme. Sahaj Marga advises that one should
have the highest goal kept in his view, indeed, ‘complete one-
ness with God’ , and that one should not rest content until the
goal is reached. Hungering and thirsting for the supreme is the
essence of self-culture and the various means adopted to reach
the goal constitute the different processes to it, the Sahaj Marga.

Few realise that a harmonious way of living, of due care of
the family, of proper discharge of duties and responsibilities of
life, moderation in outlook and of maintaining balance between
over-weighing forces are the desirable trends in life. They are,
therefore, apt to neglect these important aspects or give insuf-
ficient attention to them. Moderation is indeed a very essential
teaching of Sahaj Marga. It advocates that nothtng more or
less should be done than what is naturally required to be done
for a specific purpose without causing the slightest impression
on the mind. It says that realisation is not possible unless mo-
deration and balance are restored. Compare the following:

For one temperate in food and pleasure,

For one regulated in action and leisure,

For one punctual in sleeping and working,

Yoga destroys all sighing and sorrowing,.

Sahaj Marga further insists on due observance of all
the good callings in life making it obligatory that these be dis-
charged in an incessant thought of God, as diﬁne duties, In
fact the efficiency achieved in these directions mearsures the
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extent of self-culture attained, for instance:

And whatever deeds be performed during the day,

Taking refuge in Me and in prayer all the way,

He wins my favour and earns divine grace,

To reach My eternal abode with a radiant race,

Life is integral, that is what Sabaj Marga teaches.
It is not lived in compartments. It is lived in a constant reme-
mbrance of Ged. It is not exclusive but inclusive. It is not
isolated but contained in the very humdrum of work-a-day
living. There carrot be a segregation or specialisation as the
wealthy and influential section are wont to think and organise
themselves into clubs which end in the commitment of various
orgies. Likewise there ought to be no morbidity which weighs
down and burdens. The human and the divine must run side by
side. That is the burden of self-culture which Sahaj Marga aptly
delivers.

Sahaj Marga, again, is simple in its philosophic essence,
though profound in its mission of drawing humanity back to its
divine source as expeditiously as possible. It takes complete
account of the human conditions of mundane life, take note
also of the savage in man, his middle career of civilised existence,
and links all the intermediate phases to his final hope of saintly
perfection. 1t closely advocates that princely principle of self-
culture, Swadharma, which is so well enshrined in our scripture.

Better is one’s duty though dene without merit,
Then doing another’s work with glorious credit,

He who does duty ordained by his own nature,
Incurs no sin in the present or the future,

Even death in one’s duty brings more satisfzction to
the soul,

Than the peril one faces in another’s bondage or dole.
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Let no man leave his natural duty,

Because it is defective and lacking in some beauty,

For in every work there is always something to

blame, )

Even as the smoke hides the fire of the flame.

Self culture and Sahaj Marga are thus the siamese
twins. They are the same in their essential content and direction.
They both aim at doing away with the discordant notes of life.
They confer peace and well being on those who come to them
for succour. Self Culture to be real must transform the outlook
of a parson and Sahaj Marga leads such a one to the highest
state, the Everest of spiritual endeavour. Withoat the mark of
self-culture it will be hard for one to appreciate Sahaj Marga
and vice versa. What is wanted by the suffering man is no
doubt, a rudder for his safe conduct across the ocean of life.
But just this is not enough. He must supply the motive power
for the ship of life to move. -Self culture provides the fuel and
the speed, while Sahaj Marga the force and the dircction. Both

are indispensable for the successful sail in life.

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Free Thinking, Dogmatism,
and Orthodoxy

Free thinking and dogmatism are diametrically opposed to
each other. A free thinker will never be dogmatic and a dogma-
tic person is never a free thinker. Free thinking implies open
mindedness whereas dogmatism is the sign of a closed mind.

What is open-mindedness? In the words of John Dewey, “open-
mindedness is the retention of childlike attitude and close-minded-
ness is premature intellectual old age.” Thus a man in order to be
a free thinker must develop open-mindedness.

Just as a child looks at things with wonder and ingisitive-
ness, so also one must probe into the nature of things about
which he wants to know. A child has no prejudices regarding
anything. He is simple and pure in mind and heart. He receives
any and every impression—whether good or bad from the world
outside. It is only when he grows older and older in age that he
makes a sifting or sorting of these impressions and tries to retain
only those which give him satisfaction or pleasure, or of which
he has been conditioned from his early childhood to think as
good ones. At such a stage prejudices set in and open-mindedness
bids farewell. If somehow he is able to retain the former attitude
(viz., wonder and inquisitiveness) throughout, he may be called
open-minded.

How to cultivate open-mindedness by which free thinking
becomes possible? First of all one should learn to respect the
ideas of others even though he may not agree with them. Second-
-ly, he must himself try to arrive at the root of things in
stead of depending on others’ ideas. This, of course, is very dif-
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ficult, which cannot be easily achieved by all. A man of ordinary
intelligence has to depend on others’ thinking at the initial stages.
But it must be only to pick up the thought and not to continue
it till the end. One may have to accept certain postulates but it
should, in no way, deprive him of independent thinking and ar-
riving at independent conclusions.

Strangulation of free thinking results in dogmatism. Stran-
gely enough the word implies the attributes of a dog (though
etymologically it is not so) ! Just as a dog licks the feet of its

master even though he kicks it, a dogmatic person is so adamant

on his principles that even if they are proved to be fallacious or
useless he does not want to give them up. He thinks that the
dogmas or theories he has accepted are final ones and that there

can never be any scope far their improvement. This bars him

from extending his outlook with the result that a permanent full
stop is put to his intellectual and spiritual advancement. Though
he possesses knowledge it is not worthwhile unless it is conver-
ted into wisdom and further into ‘Divine wisdom.” Catholicity
of outlook and appreciation or the merits of others pave the
way to open-mindedness, growth of knowledge, wisdom, and divine
wisdom successively. The old saying,
“gfeq g T oy aeafe geeie )
IFNA quwand  ggwfy gewRfa n”’

marks the height of open-mindedness, and free-thinking. "A sensi-

ble utterance should always be accepted even if it is said by

a child or a parrot; on the contrary an insensible utterance:

should not be accepted even if it is said by an old man or even
by sage Suka.”

Wisdom dawns upon him who has the attitude to readily discard
his wrong ideas and accept the right ones. Indeed, the six systems
of Indian philosophy were originally a result of free thinking and

open—mindedness. But it is unfortunate that later followers (not
thinkers) became dogmatic about them in their absolute and
undivided loyalty to a particular system. Open-mindedness be-
came a foreign commodity and it was ecven tabooed in the name
of ‘sacred tradition. Maintaining the past traditions without
questioning their merit or otherwise became the order of the
day. Degeneration set in, and thus a sort of hankering after the
possession of the husk rather than the kernel was the prominent
fzééture among the masses in general and the learned in particular,
whom the masses followed. Undoubtedly, the old garment of
fe]igion and tradition has, at present, become a thing
of shreds and patches which has been rendered absolutely
useless with the passage of time. Fresh spirit has to be found
out, new values have to be fixed so as to suit the present age;
and unless one does it—whether willing or not—there is no way
to real progress. Our education has failed us if it does not
encourage free and original thinking so as to re-orientate all
these age-old things.

And what about orthodoxy? It is the worst enemy of any
kind of development. According of Bertrand Russell, “Orthodoxy
is the grave of intelligence, no matter what orthodoxy may
be.”” The growth of intelligence of an orthodox person is thus
sealed and with the cramping of intelligence his progress also
ceases for ever. He will never be able to reap the finest fruits of
higher life or fully developed life; Mental and spiritual de-
velopment will only be possible in an atmosphere in which the
individual is entirely free from the fetters of dogmatism and
orthodoxy.

Orthodoxy is often mistaken for spirituality. ‘Spirit’ or
Self” is said to be the essence of our existence, which one has
to realize in one’s naked and pure ferm like a baby. It is one
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such domain where in we cannot proceed further unless we cast
off narrow-mindedness, prejudices, and orthodox views. Hence to
call orthodoxy as spirituality is a sheer misnomer. As our Master
has put it, we have buried true religion and spirituality in the
grave and only clap our hands in their name. "Outward forms
and rituals are the only things that remain open to view which
are followed with extreme orthodoxy and tenacity without even

the least touch of reality.” “This bas further degenerated into

bigotry, which has unfortunately become the permanent feature
of the present day religion.”” Therefore it becomes imperative
on all—especially spiritual aspirants—to cultivate free thinking
which ensures progress in the real sense.

One must never give up the standard of hum-
-anity even though he be a realised Soul. Often
people misunderstand the state of wonder, which
almost every one passes through during the Course
of his march, as that of doubt.

“Animal passion must be transformed and
converted into the human passion (the true charac-
-ter of man).

If passions are made extinct, intelligence will
altogether be lost”

Human life is a quest for perfect Calmness. The manifestations
of the ultimate source or centre of perfect calmness are known
by various sublime names as well as by various scientific and
sublime terms. Peace, Bliss, Thought-Force, Life-Force, Truth,
Beauty, Goodness, Love, Knowledge, Light, Nature and Energy
are the manifestations of the ultimate centre of perfect Calm-
ness, Simplicity and Purity. The goal of human life is to reach
the ultimate centre and experience Perfect Calmness, Simplicity
and Purity. Faith in the Ultimate Reality may be regarded as
the first requirement for experiencing Perfect Calmness now and
here. According to Sahaj Marga (the Natural Path of God rea-
lization) ‘God as the Ultimate point of existence is the real ori-
gin from which everything has sprung up.

Similarly, no individual can become a Technician in
the Technique of Sublime, calm living without receiving practical
instruction from a Sublime Technical Expert who knows the na-
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ture of the Ultimate Centre of perfect Calmness (God). From
this vantage point, the Natural Path lays great emphasis on the
role of the Spiritual Personality in the process of imparting ins-
truction in the Natural Technique of experiencing Perfect Calm-
ness now and here.

The rationale of the Natural Technique of Meditation
advocated by the Natural Path may be explained briefly thus.
Mind is the centre of vital force in man. The vital force expres-
ses as thought-cum-feeling force in the mind. Mind has two
tendencies; the upward tendency and the downward tendency. The
downward tendency finds expression in thoughts and feelings of
lust, anger, greed, selfishness and vengeance while_ the upward
tendency finds expression in thoughts and feelings of love, purity,
devotion, cheerfulness and unselfishness. Ii is by purifying the
downward tendency that the mind turns towards the Ultimate
Centre of Perfect Calmness which is within in every human being.
It may be said that the basis of the vital force of the mind is
the Ultimate Centre which operates as life-force in every human
being and this life--forte is active in the heart. By directing
divine thoughts of light towards the heart zone (Heart plexus),
fine thought atoms are introduced into the blood stream and
these atoms of purity and piety get circulated throughout the
entire human system. This promotes the purification of the down-
ward tendency of the mind unconsciously. Later the divine
thought—force of light and purity goes towards the throat and
the space between the two eye brows which are two important
centres where life-force (spiritual energy) is active. In other
words, it is this type of natural meditation which purifies the
mind and the other levels of spiritual frcedom in the Mental
zone and finally enables the sublime self of an individual to
reach (or come very close to) the Ultimate Circle of Perfect
Calmness. The natural Technique of Meditation is described in

o e
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the literature of the Sahaj Marg thus;

' "Meditation is simply a process of thinking over and
over again on a Divine aspect so as to form a connected link
of thought. It has no connection with concentration, suppres-
sion or struggling. It aims at the gentle diversion of mind towards
a Divire thought in the most natural way ...... Sahaj Marga
recommends meditation on heart and the thought taken up for
the purpose is the presence of the Divine Light (Ishwariya

EPrakash) in it ... The heart is taken up omnly as a base for
locating our attention and the presence or Divine light as a mere
supposition, without slightest effort to locate the positoin of
the heart or to visualize the Divine light. Meditation practised
in this way shall be the subtlest in character hence completely
free from all grosser effects.”

The grear Apostic of Natural Technique of Meditation is Shri
Ramchandraji of Shahjahanpur (U. P., India) who is a great
Spiritual Personality of India.

The efficacy of meditaton on heart is pointed out thus:
"The heart being the centre or ihe nucleus of the human body
sends out blood to the waole body. By continued medi-
tation at the point, the fine paramanus (atomic particles) of
purity and piety introduced by the touch of Divine thought, are
carricd over to the whole body by blood flowing out from it.
Thus the process of purification of the entire system goes on
automatically and unconsciously.”

The above Natural Technique of Meditation is the core of
the Design of Sublime, Calm Living presented by the Natural
Path. The other significant aspects of the Sublime Design of
the Natural Path may be found in the Teachings and the com-
-mandmetts of the Sahaj Marg

In conclusion it may be pointed out that it seems to the
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preent writer that the following may be regarded as the signifi-
-cant contributions of the Sahaj Marg a new school of Spiri-
-tual Thought to the Sublime Science of Spirituality.

Firstly, the Natural Path postulates the concept of the
Ultimate Centre which is the Embodiment of Perfect Calmness,
Simplicity and Purity as the Source from which everything has

sprung up.
Secondly, it points out that the highest goal of life is to

achieve complete oneness with God -- the Ultimate point or
centre of Existence,

Thirdly, it advocates the natural technique of meditation
in the form of gentle direction of divine thoughts or light and
purity towards thc heart plexus, for the realization of the high-
est goal of life, namely, God realization which is the state of
closest unity or complete oneness with the Ultimate Centre of
Perfect Calmness.

Fourthly, it points out that life is an integral whole and hence
the two phases of life, the wordly and the divine must go side
by side in conjunction with each other and equal attention should

be paid to each phase of life.
Fifthly, it points out that the transformation of life into

divine can be easily achieved by taking everything in life in the
sense of duty and attending to the activities of life without any
personal feeling of attraction or repulsion and thus by treating
one’s thoughts and actions to be subject to the divine will and
it lays stress on the cultivation of sublime qualities of universal
love, honesty, gentleness, courtesy, cheerfulness, tolerance
And above all, it shows the paramount importance of the
personality of Sublime M:ster in learning the technique of
Sublime, Calm Living now and here.

The progress is stopped temporarily when his inner egoism takes

an upper hand and he does not see eye to eye with the Master’s
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percolations directly orthrough his appointed ones. But the
Master is very simpie. He beats their attitutde even through his
personal conduct and milds them round. After all he has taken
charge of them and every transaction is that of the Master. Age,

sex or caste do not matter. Defect remains with their own und-
erstanding only. All have emerged out of the same centre ofor
igin into which they are all going to get merged of course accord-
ing to their respective times.

When a balance has been estabished between the practi-
cant’s worldly and astral functioning, he can find a divine order
prevailing in his house. The nature is obvious to him. Everything
is in its completeness in his own house. They glide forward in
an automatic way without any resistance. The practicant, in
due course of time, is living a kingly life and commands the
backing of the Supreme in all his dealings which have been red-
uced to the minimum required as is demanded of a King’s life.
Contacts, thereafter; go on establishing their links in a natural
course and he rises from success to success. He finds a peculiar
permeation all over. Then only the universal mind or the almighty
or the negation is to him and he to them—nothing eise. He
remains all prayerful.

I may say that the Mastet has laid open his treasure be-
fore us without any reservations or limitations. It remains upto
us to Joot him or get the treasure to the others in seeking with-
out any considerations, Lucky are those who have come in dir-
ect contact with him.
