Fbr years practicants go on ‘practising’ ‘the Sakaj Marg
system of meditation and quite a large percentage of them
feel within themselves that” no real progress is being
made . by them in the . spiritual area and some of
them have the courage to come out with statements to that
effece, It is one thing to feel that one is on the road to
“cvolution that one must be able to understand or specify
the region or condition to which be has attained at the
time of personal examination. But it is quite another thing .
indeed for one to feel that no progress has ever been made
at all. This ;arilcr cannot .assert.that any particular aspirant
has or has not achieved creditable sLccess but in his eagerress
to secure the greatest good for the largest number and to

b: able to cxtend even the shghlest assxstance in such an

v
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endeavour he has been able to work out certain personal
methods of his own which may or may not be gencrally
applicable to.all and sundry but‘regar’ding the applicability
of which in all such cases he sees no reason but doubt, But
spirituality being a personal matter for each one whatever
his relationship with other persons may be or may not be
each one must work out his own methods and variations

sticking to the fundamental and basics of the time. and must

learn to. perceive and appreciate -experierice coming o him,
All .the above remarks and the further remarks in these lincs
apply equally to A‘ohyésis and to preceptors since all
preceptors are primarily abhyasis themselves.

In this matter the 'writer found that oné of the main
blocks to progress is our continued. adherence %o brevious
torms of worship and previous objects of v;forship especially
of the ritualistic and Theistic types. 1\"0" one has been more
troubled for some time after joining the Mission in this
matter as this write has been. Nor is this. writer unsympathetic
in the matter of people similarly in difficulty. But he is unable
to find any excuses for this continuous diliy dallying and shilly
shullying for years and years \yithout any specific efforts to take

-one single decision on the basis of well weighed out and well

reasoned out basis. To go on doing bhajans kirtans and
i 8 g jans, Ki

worship of Gods ‘symbolically repiésenled by 'saligram,s_vor'

ido[s in the complétely ritualistic manner more addicted to
ritualistic than to the spirit behind the whole system is
absolutely inexcuseable if at the same time one things that
one needs the help of Sahaj marg system ‘and continues to
dabble in it without applying his entire self with dedication
to this practicz. For a little time in order to gather sufficient
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knowledge and experience to weigh both systems impartially

and to arrive at a decision is allright and js excusable. But

without periodical reviewing and re-examination to go on
closing one’s eyes and sit in what they .believe is meditation
is more as delusion and cinnot bring about ~ the desired
results, After two or three years of complete application with
dedication to this Sahaj Marg. system, while still performing
in a routine manner the old ritualistic pooja, one mu:t s'0p,
take stock and weigh the relative advantages and disadvant-
ages and take one gonclugive decision.
