Dear Sisters & Brothers,

I would like to place before you a few points to
consider regarding our meditation and the purpose of
meditation. T have come across many abhyasis, When I ask
them why they meditate they just think for the reply and
find themselves unable to answer., And I have come across
some other persons who have been practising some kind of
Yoga. When 1 ask them why they do it they put forth some
sort of vague answer. It is absolutely necessary to be very
clear to know the purpose of meditation: If the highest stage
is not before our view then all our efforts will be wasted, or
if they are pleasure-—séeking activities, they will create more
grossness. Therefore, please” think "dieply and understand why
we are meditating. The prayer is there before us, In the
prayer the Goal is ¢l arly stated. The obstructions are also
mentioned as also the ultimate source and support. So then
make it a point to start meditation with the prayer, Then

you are quite clear and your receptivity will increase.

1 have core accross many prayeis in relizions etc If you
examine carefully, they are all meant for limited purposes
either worldly benefits or removal of miseries etc- In  Sahaj
marg our aim is quite clear. And, we have got the persona—

lity before us who is connected with that permanently. If
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we make Him as our aim and conpect ourselves with Him
we c:n hope to have spiritual progtess. Otherwise this very
mediiation will spoil the purpose and this may create, instead

moving, complexiiies, and it may create some undesir—
able things. The praycr may give you an idea. It will give
you the idia of the Goal. For this, you will have to think
over the meauing very deeply and for get the meaning al:o
and develop the state of prayer. That is the method
prescribcd while going to bud. The process «f supplication
takes place, The animal tendencics of sleep are transformed
and sublimated into a state of prayer. That state of prayer
develops your ruceptivity. Andyou are bound to progress in
spirituality by lcaps and bounds if you develop a state of
prayer.

So, this prayer has got dual purpose cne, it reminds you
of your Aimzor your goal which you have to achicve and
it always shows you or reminds you of the Master. At the
same time, you ean develop ihe state of prayer and all yross—
ness will te removed.

What happers actually in meditation) every one of you
might have observed: Removal of inner suppressed thoughis,
desires and so many other complications. They cone to the
consciousness, They come to your awarnessduring meditation
and are removed. This process continucs for some time. It is
actually purification. You need not fight with thoughts
during meditation you need not he degected if thoughts
are there: Afterlmeditation, if you try to recall all the thoughts
yov may haidly remember one or two. This is the proof to
shew that the barvest cf thovghts was fcr tle purpese of
purifisation. So, thesystomatic prectice of ncdiratica is qulte

cssential. It is very simple as pre:iciibed in Sahaj Marg: It is
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very, very simple. Ounly, we complicate it by practice of the
other systems of Sadhana. We have got so many ideas eic;
about meditation and we form complexities and we like to
have our meditation to fit in in‘o those concepts and we
forget the Reality. Reality is covered by our prejudicies and
by our complexities. So,if we want to reach Reality, let us
be brave; and then you will know it very shortly, within a
very short time, by this practice. We create complexities by
misusing our thought and we can get rid of them by using
the same thought properly, The power of transmission is
created by thought and our development in spirituality is
effccced by the power of thought. The whole system of
praetice is based upon mei» thought, And fortunately, we
have got the peisonality who has got mestery over that
power. He i1s connected with that Ultimate, and is free from
all solidity and free from atl grossress. If we connect our
thought with Him, with that Perscnality, it is very easy to
get rid of the obstructions; and ther, yon go through
diffcrent stages of subtleness, and still finer conditions will
dawn. Our original condition was one with the Divine, And
by allowing our senses and desires to creep in a very
haphazard way we have created all these complevities. Due
to that, all senses bave lost wisdom. Man is no longer a
man but just an animal. We have created inner bondages
out of which we cannot get away. Now, we must, get rid of
inner bondages whioh we have created ourseives by following
concepts and creating further complexities. The best way,is
to connect ‘ourselves with him who is free from all these
bo: dages. When you attain that freedom from inner bondages
you aite really a free person. It is very, very easy. That

is what Master says: ‘‘It can be easily attained provided you



attained provided you will for it.”” You make a firm will
that you should get rid of the inner grossness etc- that you
would not be carried away by the pleasure-seeking tendencies :
You make a firm will and you take Master’s instructions What a Sweet Basant it was ?
which are very simple, which can be followed by any person

If that ideal is fixed, the progress can easily be achived. ( Capt. K.K. Murthy)

May Master bless us all with speedy progress. ? ?

In the third statement what I wunderstand is, that
abhyasis who have been doing sadhana for quite some time
sincerely have been gifted by being lifted to the region of
Reality which is the half way home in the spiritual journey
Here he guarantees liberation and assures realisation if we
keep up our deservingness in day to day sadhana. Therefore

Lalaji has given reality this time. Every abhyasi carried
something with him.



HARMONISING WORLDLY LIFE & SPIRITUAL LILE
( S.A. SARNAD )

Much has been said in our ancient scriptures about
haimonising the worldly life and spiritual life. Almost all
our saints have stressed theneed and the immense benefis
of such harmony. But it has all touched only the periphery
of the problem rather than actually helping the individual
in the process. For example, it is said that one should live
in this world like the lotus leaf which is wet as long as it
in water; but the moment it is above water, not a drop
wets it: All have sung with one voice that we should success-
fully swim across this ocean of the world: But the question
is: How to accomplish it ? Few clues have been suggested

in the past.

One of the teachings of Sahaj Marg states that ‘the
two phases of life, the worldly and the Divine must go side
by side in conjunction with each other and must be attended

to without least neglect of either.’

In one of the rules of moral discipline which not oniy
the abhyasis of Sahaj Marg but also every individual is
required to follow, it is stated that one should ‘pay due
attention to responsibilities regarding children, family and
relations. Husband and wife should act like the two wheels
of a vehicle for the due discharge of household dutics,

Our beloved Master Himself has said a number of times
that both humanity and Divinity must go side by side. thuy



are like two wings of a bird without either of which a bird
caonot fly. This ishow Master looks at perfection- In fact,
the lives of both revered Lalaji Maharaj and our beloved
Babuji Maharaj are shining cxamples of 1his precept. Lalaji
Mabharaj attained perfection in his boyhoed only, within an
amazingly short period of seven months and afterwards
entered the householder’s life. Babuji Maharaj on the contrary
went a step forward by attaining perfection, leading a hous—
cholder’s life thioughout. He never igncred His family
responsibilities unlike many of us, who take recourse to
gpiritual practicc only to escape from such worries and
responsibilities.

How then should we reeoneile our worldly life and
spiritual life so that beoth of them go hand in hand ard
become equally bright ?

The first thing that we should do in this respect is to
dedicate ourselves whole heartedly to the goal we have fixed
viz, to negate ourselves in the Master. What dces dedication
mean ? Mere fixing the goal is not sufficient and will not
help. One must become restless to attain it. should occupy
our mind all the twentyfour hours. In other words, it must
completely devour us, as it were. This shift of emphasis from
the worldly to the spiritual brings about a lot of change in
our outlook on life and our approach towards dsy—to— day
affairs. All our actions come to bear the stamp of Master &
as such there will be fcw charces of our doing wrong things;
and if, even then, one does somethings bad or indulges in
some evii or unfair practices it means that his heart has
refused 1o take the imprint of Master. It is quite in possible
for us to do only wrong thing in the remembrance of
Master.

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Secendly, we should develop the habit of cfiering to
Master all the actions of our daily routine. It does not
matter if we are not conscious of this idea during the course
of action. We need not, on that account, think that we had
forgotten Master in that particular span of time, Cn the
contrary, we should think that Master’s remembrance lay
deeply dormant in our sub-conscious mind all the while.
This is a positive approach which many of ws do not have
but which is helpful in the development of eertain bealthy

attitudes in spiritual practice.

Thirdly, if we happen to be the hcad of the family,
we should cultivate the thought that we are trustees of our
family, and that master wants us to take proper care of this
trust; shouldering all the responsibilities. It is quite natural
that we may face hard.hip and undergo suffering in life. But
we should again and again remember that that itis all a
penance to which our Master has subjected us for our own
and ultimate saints have

purification good. All great

suffered a lot.

They even eourted miseries for the sake of the Divine
The examples of our revered Lalaji Maharaj and Babuji
Maharaj should be sufficient to console us in this respect.
They have swallowed the poison themselves & fed the world
with nectar; The suffering of our Master still continues, and
health He is taking ocare

despite His ill of our spiritual

progress and looking after our needs. Pie upon our self—
ishness that we pester Him with our problems without even

allowing Him to take rest.

We may be following some voeation or the other in

order to maintain ourselves and our family. No picfession
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however, is inherently good or bad. It is the individual who
brings dignity or degradation to ihe profession by his attitude
and performance. The story Dharma Vyadha is an excellent
illustration in this respect. If we form and develop the thought
that the profcssidn we have entered in is ordained for us by
Master, and that He would be highly pleased on its being
performed with utmost care, sincsrity and devotion, it will help
us in acquiring skill in the performance of our job. This ex-
pertness Karma Yoga in turn makes us receptive and fit for
higher approaches which our beloved Master most benevolently

bestows on us during the training course in spirituality,

Fourthly. we should refrain from all unnecessary and
uscless activities which keep us away from Master’s thought.
Of course, it is possible to peiform all actions in Master’s
thought and remain unaffected by their impressions, But it is
an advanced state which ~all sadhakas may mnot be able to
accomplish from the very beginning. So, ore bas to completely
stop all such thirgs which are a stumbling block in remember-
ing Moster. | or insiance, many of us still take delight in
going to pictures, dramas, and in reading cock and bull
stories, Teachcrs have some justification in reading novels &
and other types of literature which they are required to teach
in schools and colleges. But, others have no reason to take
interest in such things, Instead, they should read Mislon’s
literature and record their own good thoughts, if any, in
their diaries. This will go a long way in moulding our mind

in the proper spirit of Sadhana.

Fifthly, we should cultivate the habit of introspection.
We should watch our inner condition and the working of

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our mind every momeat and see how detached we are
becoming inwardly day by day attaching ourselves to Master.
We must remember that there should be no ripples in our mind
and that the mimd should completely rest in Master. Although
it is the circumstances that activate the mind by creating ripples
in it, nothing prevents us from plunging ioto action along
with Master’s thought:

Last but oot the least, we should not forget that
renunciation of worldly things or aciivities does not guarantee
our eniry into spiritual life, nor can it lead us to Divinity,
Divipity is not a thing which is somewhere away from life.
It is to be found in life and through life. So, the best thing
for us is to transform the nature of our worldly life by
dedicating it iu its entircty to our Master, It wiil at once
relicve us of the stress, strain a: d anxiety under which we
labour, day in and day out,

Thus, spiritual iife consists in the development of interest
in Master and skill to associate Him with each and every
activity of ours so as to merge ourselves in Him ultimately,
If we are able to achieve this successfully, the apparent
contradiction between worldly life and spiritval life will
disappear and perfect harmony would be established between
the two.

We have alreaby heard very illuminating and instructivo
talks form brother Shri Raghavender Rao; brother sarnad &
others therefore there is no need for me to talk especiélly
when we know that master can only be known and experienced
in silences Anyway as I have been asked to speak few words
on this auspecious occcasion I would like to share with you
my feelings

The questions that keep ccm'ng up in my mird are why is it
that we come here for Besant ? What is it that we can leain
from Master’s own example ? Let us thirk abcut what Maser
has done that made Pujya Lalaji say ‘I have become you
and you have become me. Who can say that you and me are
different’, Bahenji answered this question yesterday. Bahenji
once asked Master the very same question and Babuji replied
From the time I first set eyes ¢n Lalaji these eyes have not
seen anything else’. This is the lession we have to learn and

the most of this oppertunity for our spiritual berefit somc
of us take this as an cpportunity to visit other places in the

region. Last year 1 came for Basant, that was my first Basant

going to Varenasi to see Kashi Vischwanath and some to sece
Pashupati Nath in Kathmandu: At the same time we complain

about tho lack of progress in us and there ssems to be so
much confusion.

Personally 1 can not understand why there should be
any confusion at all. Master says that doubt is the biggest
obstaele in spiritual Sadhana. First we doubt ourselves and
second we are doubting our Master. ] heard scme say that
they had no experience. What does it matter If ] den't have
any experience ? We all know a Shloka fiom Geela Serva
dharman Parityajya—' Why should T worry where 1 am and
what my condition is etc, Master once toid me to write 10
him regularly about my condition so I wrote to him ‘Master
ii tookyme 15years to reach your lotus fect. Having reached
you my Master my responsibility is finished. My condition &
spiritual progress is not my responsibility bui now it is your
responsibility.”
